Senior nutrition centers in Anadarko,
Apache, Binger, Carnegie, Cement, Cyril,
Fort Cobb and Hinton each received $500 to
help fund nutrition programs in the county.
The centers provide meals for senior
citizens free-of-charge.

“We try to support the community in
any way that we can,” said Wayne Taggart,
Caddo County Farm Bureau president.
